RRRC Meeting Minutes 
 
The regular monthly meeting of the Rock 

River Radio Club was called to order on Tues-

day, February 3, 2009, by President Ryan Klave-

koske, KB9OWD, at 7:12 P.M. 
 Treasurerõs Report:  The Treasurerõs Re-

port was presented by RRRC Treasurer Jerry 

Arndt, NO9U, and reviewed by those present.  

A motion was presented by Dave DePover, 

K9MKP, to accept the Treasurerõs Report as 

presented and seconded by Ralph Hasler, 

N9WBL.  A vote was taken and the motion was 

passed. 
Secretaryõs Report:   RRRC Secretary 

Dennis Weigel, KC9ICA, presented the Secre-

taryõs Report as the minutes that were published 

in the February 2009 RRRC Newsletter.  A mo-

tion was made to accept the minutes as printed 

by Ryan Klavekoske, KB9OWD, with a second 

by Jerry Arndt, NO9U.  A vote was taken and 

the minutes were accepted as printed. 

**  Committee Reports  ** 
Repeater Committee:  Dale Marks, WB9ADB, 

reported that not much has changed since he 

turned on the PL tone.  The unwanted skip 

seems to have gone away.  When the repeater is 

in the Net mode, it is still open and does not re-

quire the tone. 

ARES:  Dale had nothing new to report. 
Field Day:  Dale had the map of the Derge 

County Park campground and the camping per-

mits for the sites that are reserved by the RRRC 

for Field Day.  He invited any who wished to se-

lect the site they wanted from the map and pick 

up their permit right after the close of the meet-

ing.  The cost has gone to $18 per night, with the 

RRRC paying for half, so the 2-night cost is $18 

to the members for both nights.  The Club has 

reserved 8 sites, as well as the Quonset shelter 

for our Saturday evening pot luck meal. 

A question was raised by Ralph Hasler, 

N9WBL, whether there have been any changes 

to the PL tone frequency allocations.  Dale, 

WB9ADB, said that years ago when PL was just 

getting started, there were some conflicts when 

areas arbitrarily chose the same tone that was 

in use by the town they were near.  In recent 

times, the Wisconsin Association of Repeaters 

has made PL tone assignments to reduce inter-

ference by unwanted skip getting into the re-

peaters.  Very recently there have been issues 

with the repeaters in the Fond du Lac and Osh-

kosh areas and the WAR has changed their PL 

frequency to alleviate the problems.  Except for 

these few exceptions, the frequencies are or-

ganized by geographical areas throughout the 

state. 

**  Old Business  ** 

There were no Old Business items brought for-

ward. 

**  New Business  ** 

Jerry Arndt, NO9U, reported that, in compli-

ance with the new government rulings, he has 

applied for and received a Federal ID number 

for the RRRC.  He will be submitting the form 

990 to the Internal Revenue Service, which is a 

new annual requirement for all non-profit or-

ganizations.  

AES Superfest:  Ryan Klavekoske, KB9OWD, 

reported that he had contacted Amateur Elec-

tronics in Milwaukee and reserved a table for 

the RRRC.  We should be on their updated list.  

There is no charge for the table for this event.  

The table can not be used for items for sale as 

at a regular swap fest.  It is to be used for Club 

promotion and information only.  Dale Marks, 

WB9ADB, has the RRRC banners for this type 

of event.   

Jefferson Tri-County Swap Fest:  Jerry Arndt, 

NO9U, reported that he has reserved a table 

for the RRRC.  The event is on Sunday, March 

15th at the Jefferson County Fairgrounds in Jef-

ferson.  Advanced tickets were not ordered be-

cause getting them distributed has always been 

a problem and we have often purchased tickets 

that went unused.  They can be purchased at 

the door upon arrival.  Jerry also has a table re-
