Telephone Line For Repeater Auto -Patch: Dis-

cussion continued on the telephone line cost is-
sue for the repeater auto -patch. Our current
provider is AT&T at a cost of $35.53 per month.
Ryan, KBOOWD, did some research on the cost
of alternative providers and found that we can
save some money by switching to a different pro-
vider. There are two other providers in the area

in addition to AT&T. One is Powercom and the
other 1 s Charter Communi

charges are $19.99 per month plus about $8 in
taxes, bringing the total to about $28 per
month. That is about $7 per month less than
AT&T. However, Charter has a one -time
change-over charge of $49.99. Powercom has a
line charge of just over $24 per month, plus the
taxes of $8, bringing their total to about $32
per month. Since Powercom uses the standard
phone line, which is already installed, there
would be no change -over charge. Ryan called
AT&T and asked if they were willing to meet
these competitive quotes on their charges.
They said that they were not. Those present
that have their home phone service through
Charter cable said that there was no quality dif-
fergnce Ainom d tregularNoBddidJ ljine. pAnather
point of consideration brought up was that if
the power fails in an emergency, the cable ser-
hvice gde® downahbutdegularyphon® lmés @rk sup-
ported against power failure by battery sys-
tems.

Also, it was agreed that the percent-
age of repeaters in the state still having auto -
patch capability is likely very low by now. This
was confirmed by a quick look at the WAR re-
peater listing that was passed around by Dale.
No one could remember the last time it was
used, but it was agreed that it has been at least
